6. An optional, but strongly encouraged, 500-word (or less) essay on any
extenuating circumstances or family burdens explaining your financial
need (e.g. multiple siblings in college/graduate school).

7. Completed application including signatures.

8. Application deadline: Wednesday March 29, 2023. (Guidance office)
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The two (2) scholarships will be chosen by the Bagnoli-Von Gruenigen

scholarship committee and will be awarded at the end of May-Senior Banquet plans
to be announced.
